When is The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
The first annual North Inch Renaissance Faire will take place on October 2nd-4th of 2026. 
Friday, October 2nd from 9a.m. - 5p.m. |  Saturday, October 3rd from 9a.m.- 9p.m.  |  Sunday, 
October 4th from 9a.m. - 5p.m. 
 
Where is The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
The location of the North Inch Renaissance Faire is at the Payson Golf Club located at 1504 
West Country Club Drive, Payson, AZ 85541. 
 
What are admission prices for The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Adult admission is $8.00  |  Children 4 and up, and senior admission is $4.00  |  Children below 
the age of 4, Active Duty Military, and Law Enforcement get in FREE. Active duty military and 
Law Enforcement MUST SHOW valid identification! 
 
How can I purchase tickets for The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Tickets are available to purchase online through our website at https://www.northinchrf.com/. 
Online sales are processed ONLY through EventBrite. If you find online sales through any other 
online resources please contact the event director through our official Facebook account.  
 
Physical tickets will be sold at certain local businesses during the summer of 2026. They will 
also be available at the gate. 
 
What does the price of admission include for The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
The price of admission at the North Inch Renaissance Faire covers all shows and entertainment. 
Shopping, games, food, drink, and artisan items are NOT included in the admission price.

Are costumes required at The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
For patrons, costumes are not required at the North Inch Renaissance Faire. Although they are 
strongly encouraged! Please dress appropriately for the suggested time period. Also remember 
this is a family friendly event. 
 
What is considered proper attire at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Proper attire at the North Inch Renaissance Faire is clothing. It may sound silly, but please come 
clothed and wear shoes. No streaking allowed. Also there is no BDSM, sexualized, or other “Not 
Safe For Work” (NSFW) like clothing allowed at the faire. This is a FAMILY FRIENDLY event. 
If you show up to the fair wearing something not deemed appropriate, you will be asked to 
change. If changing is refused, you will be forced to leave the faire with no refund. 
 
Are weapons allowed at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Fake weapons are allowed at the faire. Any real weapons MUST BE safety tied (secured and 
non-functional.) Bows MUST be unstrung or strung with a non-functional material. Arrows must 
be bound and remain in the quivers. NO FIREARMS ALLOWED AT THE FAIRE! Please keep 
the weapons period appropriate. 
 
What are the policies on drinking at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Beer, wine, and other alcoholic beverages are available for purchase. You MUST SHOW valid 
identification. No alcohol can be carried off of the faire grounds, nor are any alcoholic beverages 
from the outside world allowed to be brought in. 
 
Are outside food and drink allowed at the faire? 
 
No food or drink from the outside world is allowed inside the North Inch Renaissance Faire. 
Unopened bottled water, and/or infant formula/food is an exception to this rule. Fairways 
Restaurant will be providing all of the food and drink for the faire. 
 
What is the accessibility like at The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Wheelchairs and motorized wheelchairs are allowed. Accessible parking is available. Golf cart 
transportation is available for guests who have disabilities, are elderly, or are injured. 
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Is smoking allowed at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Smoking is allowed in DESIGNATED AREAS ONLY! For the comfort of all guests, smoking is 
PROHIBITED in the arena, shops, stage venues, and any other audience areas. 
 
Are pets allowed at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Pets ARE NOT allowed at the North Inch Renaissance Faire. Service animals however are 
permitted on the fair grounds. However, if it is made known through your animal's behavior that 
they are not a properly trained service animal, you will be asked to leave the faire grounds. 
 
What is the cellphone policy at the North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Cellphones are allowed at the faire, but must be set to vibrate. Photography and videography is 
allowed as long as it doesn't cause a disturbance to performers or other patrons. NO FLASH 
PHOTOGRAPHY! 
 
Is there a lost and found at The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
Yes, there is a lost and found at the North Inch Renaissance Faire located near the ticket booth. 
Any lost children will be escorted there. *Any unclaimed children will be given swords.* 
 
What happens if we get weather at The North Inch Renaissance Faire? 
 
The North Inch Renaissance Faire is open rain or shine! 
 
What does “North Inch” Mean? 
 
North Inch is a location in Perthshire, Scotland. Wherein Mary, Queen of Scots was known to be 
most fond of playing "Gouf" (Golf) with her courtiers. Our primary sponsor and friend to the 
faire just so happens to be a golf course. We find it appropriate to pay homage! 
 
What is a Renaissance Faire? 
 
A Renaissance Faire is an event that takes place as a creative outlet for many. Artists come to 
show and sell their craft, actors perform live theatre, and people of all ages come to release their 
inner child and experience fantasy! 
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
